PERIOD OF AGREEMENT: This Memorandum of Understanding becomes effective upon signing by all parties, and remains in effect until ____, 2010.
PURPOSE: To establish terms of collaboration between the Ministry of Agriculture (Department of Forestry) and MISS/MRS/DR JO-ANNE SEWLAL on carrying out research on SPIDERS in St. Lucia. 

AGREEMENT

Recognizing the importance of St. Lucia’s biodiversity and the role of Spiders within the ecosystem, the Ministry of Agriculture (Department of Forestry) and Ms/Mrs/Dr. Jo-Anne Sewlal and her team agree to collaborate and coordinate activities within the context of this Memorandum of Understanding in the following areas: survey of spiders, data collection, information sharing, collecting specimens for [indicate what the specimens will be used for], to generate scientific knowledge on the spiders. 
DISTRIBUTION OF FUNCTIONS

Provisions by the Forestry Department

The Forestry Department, Ministry of Agriculture agrees to provide Ms/Mrs/Dr. Jo-Anne Sewlal and her team with:

· Permission to conduct research on spiders over a period of [state the length of time]. The research will involve surveys, [state any other activities that will be untaken].

What the Forestry Department requires of Ms/Mrs/Dr. Sewlal:

· That she and her team abide by St Lucia’s wildlife laws and regulations and consults with the Forestry Department on matters where she is unclear of these laws and regulations.

· Observes adequate health and safety precautions for herself and her team, particularly with regard to working in uninhabited areas, and in areas where the fer de lance is known to occur.
· Keeps the Forestry Department informed of her movements.
· Provides a written interim report of her findings in 2010 within one month of her departure from St. Lucia.
· Provides the Forestry Department with copies (digital and printed) of all future outputs (published and unpublished) arising from her research in St Lucia.
· It is understood that the issue of intellectual property rights is under legislative consideration under this Memorandum of Understanding.
·  Ms/Mrs/Dr. Sewlal does not have permission to remove any specimens (including any body parts or tissues) of any species of spider or any other species (fauna and flora) from St Lucia without seeking prior approval from the St. Lucia Forestry Department before collecting any such specimens.
· That Forestry Department staff, upon prior notice may join Ms/Mrs/Dr. Sewlal and her team in the field at any given time.
· A powerpoint presentation be made to department staff of her findings prior to her departure from the country
AMENDMENT: This Memorandum of Understanding may be amended on the initiative of either party, and based on a mutual agreement by both parties, arrived at through consultation.
