(d)
after the twelve week period the policy must be sent to relevant stakeholders for consideration.

Areas of research on biological diversity and its components

Research may be undertaken on the following areas of biological diversity:


(a)
Agricultural biodiversity;


(b)
Forest biodiversity;


(c)
Coastal and Marine biodiversity;


(d)
Freshwater biodiversity.

Conduct of research on biological diversity and its components

10.
The following are requirements for conducting research on biological diversity:

(a)
a researcher must comply with national and international laws, including -

(i) The Fisheries Act;

(ii) CITIES;

(iii) The Intellectual Property Act;

(iv) The Immigration Act;

(v) The Biodiversity Act;

(vi) Convention on Biological Biodiveristy;

(vii) Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Movements of Hazardous Wastes;

(viii) Convention for the Protection and Development of the Maine Environment of the Wider Caribbean 1983;

(ix) Protocol Concerning Specially Protected Areas and Wildlife to the Convention for the Protection and Development of the Marine Wildlife of the Wider Caribbean Region 1990;


(b)
a researcher must apply to the Minister responsible for the area of research being proposed and the application must comprise –

(i) the completed form in the form prescribed in Schedule 4/that includes the details specified in Schedule 4;

(ii) a cover letter requesting permission to conduct research; and

(iii) a copy of the detailed research proposal;

(c)
the form and proposal will be reviewed by a team consisting of relevant agencies and experts in the area of research and any concerns arising must be addressed by the researcher;


(d)
once the review is completed, and the proposal has been revised, the researcher may be granted permission (in writing) by the relevant Minister or his or her designated officer/authority responsible for the area of research being proposed (or his or her assignee), to conduct the research;


(e)
before commencing research activities, the researcher must enter into a written agreement with the Government;


(f)
the contract in paragraph (e) may contain general conditions governing research activities but specific conditions relating to the proposed research must be attached before the contract is signed by all parties;


(g)
if the research proposal does not receive favourable consideration, the applicant must receive a response (in writing), informing them that the proposal was not approved;

(h)
the researcher shall submit, on completion of the research activity and before leaving Saint Lucia, or at regular intervals in the case of on-going research, a brief report on research activities carried out and any preliminary findings;

(i) on completion of the research, the researcher shall submit to the relevant authority, copies of all reports and publications produced and this must include any future publications arising from the results of the research.

Assessments and impacts

15.
The assessment of risks and potential impacts on biological diversity of restricted activities involving specimens of alien species or of listed invasive species must be conducted as follows:

agencies must gather data on species under research and its impacts;

a registered list of the location of important species;

(c)
Need for better regulations with regard to species imported by pet shops especially with regard to the disposal of such. (Compare with Animal Act regulations);
(d)
Pets shops could be involved in educating customers on the education care and disposal of pets to reduce possible impacts relating to releasing these in the “wild”; (need to include this in the legislation?)

(e) Need for enforcement of laws related to the prohibited list of “fighting’ dogs (registration / breeding);

(f) Involve relevant specialists in assessing risks and potential impacts of restricted activities of alien species;

(g) Coopt expertise from outside Saint Lucia, if necessary;

(h) Do Literature research if necessary;

(i) Do not allow restricted activities until assessment of risks and potential impacts completed;

(j) Assessment should be coordinated by agency giving permission for restricted activity;

(k) Publish list of invasive species in/to country.
Transfer of biological resources or knowledge
16.
Biological resources or knowledge must be transferred in the following manner:

(a) a copy of the results of the research must be retained by the agency and the agency must retain ownership (by St. Lucia) of information/resources being transferred; (a Saint Lucian agency must be included as author in any material researched in Saint Lucia);

(b) it must be declared the purposes for the research to be transferred;

(c) any benefits to be derived from the transfer of the research must be shared with Saint Lucia;

(d) a memorandum of agreement on benefit sharing arrangement must be signed between Saint Lucia and the body transferring the research;

(e) the approval to transfer the research must come from the head of the department under whose auspices the research was carried out.
